a Fulfill your commitment! The kids on your team will be counting on you, and so will the other parents.
Instructional teams practice one time per week. All other levels practice twice during the week.

O Insure that the kids have fun while they are learning and playing soccer. LYSA sponsors a recreational program,
which is geared toward participation, learning game rules and skill development.

O Attend coaches meetings sponsored by LYSA; usually once each season. These meetings give important
information about the season, rules, games, schedules, who to contact, etc.

0 Communicate regularly with the parents of your players. Remember, if you’re the parent, you’d want to know
what was going on, so please inform them about practices, schedules, games, rosters, etc.

o Head and assistant coacheswill not be paired up unlessthey request one another at the time of
registration.

0 Only coaching requests for specific Head/Assistant Coach matches made at the time of registration will be
considered. Once a Head coach is assigned, any request for a particular assistant will be made on a case by case
basis. Unless the LYSA season team draw has not occurred, any child of an assistant coach will be subject to the
late draw and will not be assigned via coaching exemption to any team unless there is only one team available.

0 You will also need to fill in a Volunteer Registration Form (available online or at the Coaches Meeting).

0 Head coaches without pre-identified assistants are encouraged to recruit from parents of their roster players.

Please note the following important elements of our registration and team assignment policy

Residential Requirements Parent/Guardian and child must live in the Loveland School District (the child doesnot
have to attend a Loveland City School). Students who attend a school in the Loveland School District but reside
outside the district are not eligible unless a waiver is granted in writing by their local SAY organization. Parents are
responsible to make sure these requirements are met. Contact the Registrar for details.

Cost: $60.00 per child, payment received by June 20th, 2008; $70 thereafter.

Mail-In Registration: Registration forms will be accepted by mail prior to June 20th, 2008. Mailed registrations
postmarked after June 20th, 2008 will be considered late and must be accompanied by an additional $10 per player. If you
are volunteering to coach, please fill out the attached coaching form in order to communicate your preferred practice times.
You must also fill out the volunteer application form. Please mail all the forms to: LYSA, PO Box 263, Loveland, OH
45140. You may enroll online and mail in Coaches forms.

Registration Completion: The registration process is not complete until correct payment is received. Registration is a two
part process, consisting of providing player information (name, address, age, gender, etc.), and proper payment.

Failure to make a timely payment for the season you are registering for can be cause for a player being removed from the
team draw and placed in the late draw. There is no guarantee of placement on a team for any player placed in the late draw
regardless of date of enrollment. In addition, any player who has not made payments due from previous seasons may also be
held out of all draws until all funds owed are paid in full (including for the current season).

All players completely registered by June 20th, 2008 are guaranteed an assignment to a team as long as we have enough
players to make at least one viable team. Late registrations will be accepted on a space available basis only right into the

beginning of the season. Waiting lists are maintained, but LYSA makes no guarantee regarding assignment to a team. Paid

players on the wait list are given priority over those unpaid, regardless of when unpaid registrants submitted the registration
information.

Coachesand Coring of teams- All districts within SAY North may core from the Spring Season to the following Spring
and from the Fall Season to the following Fall within a given division. All players are cored according to SAY National
rules. The team draw and late draw are also conducted per SAY rules. Coaches wanting to return to cores should identify
that fact on the Coaches Registration form.

Exemptions- Head Coach may exempt his/her child from the Team Draw. Also, one AssistantCoach per team may
exempthis/her child from the Team Draw provided 1) the child is subject to that season’s draw and 2) the Assistant
Coach is identified in the registration process (prior to the draw).

Playing Up/Playing with SiblingsBA request for your child to play up one division must be done by a letter of request
with your registration and approved by the LYSA Board. Instructional Division may play-up if both SAY requirements are
met: The Child MUST TURN 6 no later than September 30 of this year, AND will be going into 1* grade this Fall.
Siblings will always be placed together when in the same division, unless requested otherwise at the time of registration.




Playing Down - If your child has sometype of disability and wishesto play down a division we needa letter from
you stating this, accompaniedby a letter from your doctor and the childOgeacher stating the reasonOw/hy the child
needsto play down a division. This requestmust accompanyyour registration form and be approved by our
District Representative.

SpecialRequests- our affiliation with the Soccer Association for Youth (SAY) requires that all players be assigned to teams
use a balanced methodology, or random draw. The Loveland Youth Soccer Association determines that the random draw is

the most equitable system for all concerned. Therefore, LYSA Will not acceptspecialrequests which may directly
or inadvertently result in disproportionate weighting of teams. This includes, but is not limited to, specific practice fields,
nights, times, coaches or teammates. Please do not submit any requests of this nature.

Fall SeasonDates: Ten (10) games will be played, beginning in late August and ending in late October. Practices will
start at the beginning of August. Practices are held at the discretion of the coaches, but generally consist of twice weekly
sessions, once weekly for Instructional. A typical Fall season will have one weeknight game and the balance of the games
on Saturdays. The season will conclude at the end of October.

Player Requirements: No prior experience is necessary, but a willingness to learn and work hard as part of a team is vital.
Your child is strongly encouraged to attend practice at least once a week, minimum. SAY soccer is a recreational program,
designed to encourage participation and enjoyment of the world’s most popular sport. While winning is always fun, the
emphasis must be on teaching and development of players, both in the skills of the game as well as learning how to function
as part of a team. All players must supply shoes, shin guards, and a ball. LYSA will provide uniforms consisting of shirts
and socks. Players and parents are asked to fulfill their commitment to the team since coaches and teammates rely on each
other to make the season successful. While the club will not prohibit players from participating in more than one team sport
at a time, we encourage thoughtful consideration to fulfill multiple commitments to competing interests.

Refund Policy: Requests for refunds must be in writing to the Loveland Youth Soccer Association Registrar, and sent to
PO Box 263, Loveland, OH 45140 or send the letter via e-mail (lysaregistrar@yahoo.com). Include name of child, date of
birth, and phone number, registration number, name of person to whom the refund check should be written, and reason for
refund. NOTE: Reimbursement will be made for three reasons only: 1) Relocation from the area prior to the draw; 2)
medical exemptions (injury); and 3) Making a select team. The refund letter must be received by LYSA no later than July
19th, 2008. No other requests will be honored. You must formally request a refund and be officially removed from a roster
before you are eligible to receive one. Late fees and online payment charges are not refundable anytime.

Volunteer Responsibilities: The LYSA is a self-supporting organization relying on the generous support of its members to
provide all elements of league operations. The Fall season consists of approximately 1000 players. It takes large numbers of
volunteers to keep this program moving smoothly, and to keep our operating fees as competitive as possible. Coaches,
Assistant Coaches and Tournament workers make up our volunteer force.

LATE REGISTRATIONS: Any player registered and/or paid late loses their coring, and will be randomly drawn on a
team, if time and space permits. Players may not be placed back with cored coaches, except by luck of the draw.

Team Draw: The first team draw will place all eligible and on-time and paid registrations on teams. LYSA will draw up to
a targeted ideal team size, and place late and unpaid registrants in a secondary draw, usually occurring 2-3 weeks later. A
Secondary draw will occur to replace dropped players and add new players up to an LYSA determined maximum team size.
Only paid registrants will be eligible. Team size will not be exceeded unless agreed to by a team’s head coach or by direction
of the Registrar to rectify an error by the league. Failure to notify the league of a parental error in the registration process in a
timely fashion does not constitute a league error.

Personallnformation: LYSA will not share any information with any outside agency for the purposes of soliciting our
families. We are required to share enrollment data with SAY, your child’s coach, as well as various municipal agencies as a
requirement for use of their fields. We also retain all information in our database in order to facilitate future registrations.
